Upcoming Vaccination Clinic for Grades 7 and 8 
 

Peel Public Health is reminding families that all students in Grades 7 and 8 can receive the Human Papillomavirus 

(HPV), Hepatitis B (Hep B) and Meningococcal ACYW-135 vaccines at school at no cost. A clinic at Christ the 

King CES will take place on May 23rd. Please complete a consent form to ensure your child is vaccinated 

during the clinic dates. Visit Peel Region’s website and follow the instructions to print and fill out the consent 

form and return the completed form to the school on or before the morning of the clinic date. Students who have 

existing consent from earlier this school year or from previous years, or if parents completed an online or verbal 

consent, do not need to complete a new consent unless the consent choice has changed. If you have the 

immunization record (yellow card), please send a copy of it with the student on the clinic day. If you have any 

questions or want to learn more, please visit peelregion.ca/immunize or call Peel Public Health at 905-799-7700.
